Tell me about a place where there are lots of things to look at.

What about a place where there’s not much to look at?

Which place do you like better?

Are there places where there are lots of smells?

Now, here are some questions about feelings:

How can you tell when you are happy?

How can you tell when I am happy?

How can you tell when (insert name of other parent, sibling or another familiar person) is happy?

How can you tell when you are sad?

How can you tell when I am sad?

How can you tell when (insert name of other parent, sibling or another familiar person)

is sad?

How can you tell when you are frustrated?

How can you tell when I am frustrated?

How can you tell when (insert name of other parent, sibling or another familiar person)

is frustrated?

Here are some questions about getting to know new people:

When you meet someone new, how do you know if you want to talk to them or not?

Do you think most new people want to talk to you right away, or after a little while?


What about you, do you like to talk right away or after a little while?

What about me, do you think I like to talk right away or after a little while?

How can you tell what I like to do?

Now, here’s one more question:

If was trying really hard to learn how to do something new, and I was having a hard time and getting frustrated, what should I do to feel better?
